GOSPEL MEDITATION

The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

The best way to understand the Eucharist is to recall God's
long, careful teaching process beginning in the Old Testament.
This week in Exodus 24, we learn the basic pattern. Moses
reads the dictates of God's law to the people, who profess their
allegiance to it. Then Moses takes representatives of Israel’s
twelve tribes and splashes the sacrificed blood of animals in
two directions: on the altar and on the people. It's clear and
serious business: clear, because the participants are entering a
blood-bond with God Himself; serious, because the dead ani-
mals symbolize the life-and-death stakes at play.

Many centuries later, God uses the experience at Sinai to
teach us something new. At the Last Supper, like a new Moses,
Jesus proposes to “pour out” blood as a new covenant. It will
land on the altar of the cross and the lips of his disciples. They
have promised to be obedient to him who is God's law in flesh.
This renews and elevates the breath-taking romance God
wants with His people, unfolding from Sinai to this Supper. The
Body and Blood of Christ is the sacrificial action whereby this
covenant is strengthened.

How hopeful that, like us, the Israelites and the apostles re-
peatedly fail to live up to their promises and discover that the
blood of the covenant continually renews and refreshes them.
Today the blood of Christ faithfully flows, to unite and renew,
moving us forward toward where our great teacher is taking us.
This week, we should say a renewed “amen” to God who so
carefully teaches us how to be one with Him in this new cove-
nant.

DID YOU KNOW THIS ABOUT ST. MARY?

Rev. Francis P. Leipzig 1929 - 1950

In 1932 and 1933, the St. Mary High School basketball team,
coached by Father Leipzig and Father John Dunn, won the
state league championship two years in a row. However, the
league tried to disqualify the team by claiming that the boys
were coached by priests who were not certified teachers.
Father Leipzig, the principal of St. Mary High School, ap-
pealed to the State Board of Control of the Oregon School
Activities Association (O0SAA). After much debate and due to
the high local regard for Father Leipzig, the coaches voted to
allow St. Mary to remain in the league. Recognizing that the
small high schools could not compete with the larger ones,
Father Leipzig introduced a resolution to the OSAA to form
two separate leagues: an “A League” for the larger schools
and a "B League” where the smaller schools could compete
among themselves.

His recommendations have had a lasting impact on the
state B League tournament regulations, which are still en-
forced today. The athletic program at St. Mary received a
tremendous boost in 1934 when Father Richard Carberry,
known for his athletic achievements at Notre Dame and Lo-
ras College, joined the parish as an assistant and assumed
the coachingrole.

SANTISMO CUERPO Y SANGRE DE CRISTO
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MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

El Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo

La mejor manera de entender la Eucaristia es recordar el largo
y cuidadoso proceso de ensenanza de Dios que comenzd en el
Antiguo Testamento. Esta semana en Exodo 24, aprendemos el
patron basico. Moisés lee los dictados de la ley de Dios al pue-
blo, quien le profesa su lealtad. Luego Moisés toma a represen-
tantes de las doce tribus de Israel y rocia la sangre de los ani-
males sacrificados en dos direcciones: sobre el altar y sobre el
pueblo. Es un asunto claro y serio: claro, porque los participan-
tes estan entrando en un vinculo de sangre con Dios mismo;
grave, porque los animales muertos simbolizan los riesgos de
vida o muerte en juego.

Muchos siglos después, Dios usa la experiencia del Sinai para
ensefarnos algo nuevo. En la Ultima Cena, como un nuevo Moi-
sés, JesUs propone “derramar” sangre como nueva alianza. Ate-
rrizarad en el altar de la cruz y en los labios de sus discipulos.
Han prometido ser obedientes a aquel que es la ley de Dios en-
carnada. Esto renueva y eleva el impresionante romance que
Dios quiere con su pueblo, que se desarrolla desde el Sinai has-
ta esta Cena. El Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo es la accion sacri-
ficial por la cual se fortalece esta alianza.

Qué esperanzador que, como nosotros, los israelitas y los
apostoles repetidamente no cumplan sus promesas y descu-
bran que la sangre del pacto los renueva y refresca continua-
mente. Hoy la sangre de Cristo fluye fielmente, para unirnos y
renovarnos, haciéndonos avanzar hacia donde nos lleva nues-
tro gran maestro. Esta semana, debemos decir un renovado
“amén” a Dios, quien con tanto cuidado nos ensefa como ser
uno con El en este nuevo pacto.

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¢SABIAS ESTO SOBRE SANTA MARIA?

Rev. Francis P. Leipzig 1929 - 1950

En 1932 y 1933, el equipo de baloncesto de Sta. Maria High
School, entrenado por el padre Leipzig y el padre John Dunn,
gano el campeonato de la liga estatal dos anos seguidos. Sin
embargo, la liga intento6 descalificar al equipo alegando que
los ninos eran entrenados por sacerdotes que no eran maes-
tros certificados. El padre Leipzig, director de la escuela
secundaria Sta. Maria, apel6 ante la Junta Estatal de Control
de la Asociacion de Actividades Escolares de Oregén (OSAA).
Después de mucho debate y debido al gran respeto local ha-
cia el padre Leipzig, los entrenadores votaron a favor de per-
mitir que Sta. Maria permaneciera en la liga. Al reconocer
que las escuelas secundarias pequenas no podian competir
con las mas grandes, el padre Leipzig presentd una resolu-
cion ala OSAA para formar dos ligas separadas: una “Liga A"
para las escuelas mas grandes y una “Liga B” donde las es-
cuelas mas pequenas podrian competir entre si. ellos mis-
mos.

Sus recomendaciones han tenido un impacto duradero en
las regulaciones estatales de torneos de la Liga B, que toda-
via se aplican en la actualidad. El programa deportivo de Sta.
Maria recibi6é un tremendo impulso en 1934 cuando el padre
Richard Carberry, conocido por sus logros deportivos en No-
tre Dame y Loras College, se uni6 a la parroquia como asis-
tente y asumio el rol de entrenador.

La escuela Sta. Maria's logré éxitos en el atletismo vy, lo
que es mas importante, en los aspectos intelectuales y espi-
rituales. En 1931, el primer graduado, James Maxwell, fue
ordenado sacerdote y celebré su primera misa en la iglesia
parroquial. Le siguieron en 1933 dos graduados mas de Sta.
Maria, Frances Schaeffers y John Berger, y en 1936, Richard
Fall. Otros graduados encontraron el éxito en sus carrerasy
