TEN SPIRITUAL RESOLUTIONS FOR THE NEW YEAR.

Consider making your New Year's Resolution a Spiritual Resolution and put your
focus in 2025 on the Lord. Catholic Digest suggests these options for your consid-
eration:

Begin your day with the Morning Offering - a traditional prayer which helps us give
to God everything we will do during the day.

Oh Jesus, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, | offer you my prayers, works, joys,
and sufferings of this day for all the intentions of your Sacred Heart, in union with the
holy sacrifice of the Mass throughout the world, for the salvation of souls, the repara-
tion of sins, the reunion of all Christians, and in particular for the intentions of the Holy
Father this month. Amen.

Daily or weekly Rosary - The rosary is a great way for us to reflect on the life of Je-
sus and Mary, and to pray with the scriptures. If you are new to the rosary, begin with
a decade each day, and add decades until you reach a full rosary.

Meatless Fridays - Canon law 1250 says,” The penitential days and times in the uni-
versal Church are every Friday of the whole year and the season of Lent.” We typi-
cally think Meatless Friday pertains only to Lent, but it is encouraged year-round.
Consider abstaining from meat every Friday.

Weekly Stations of the Cross - Canon law also suggests some other form of pen-
ance in place of abstinence from meat. Stations of the Cross is a form of penance
that allows us to recall Christ’s passion and death.

Pray though a devotional book - There are countless devotional books available,
filled with meditations to help deepen our relationship with God.

Read a spiritual book - Join the Parish Consecration to the Eucharist by following
the 33 Days to Eucharistic Glory Book. There are many books written by Catholic
authors available to deepen your knowledge of Jesus, Mary, the Church, and the
saints. Prominent Catholic publishers include Ave Maria Press, Our Sunday Visitor,
Sophia Institute Press, Tan Books, and Ignatius Press.

Pray or read with the Bible - There are many resources to guide you through the
Bible, including the St. Mary website. Look for Read the Bible in 365 Days, under the
Education tab at stmaryeugene.com.

Go on a pilgrimage - A pilgrimage to the Holy Land might be on your bucket list.
There is also a tradition of visiting Shrines of the Blessed Mother here is the US. Lo-
cally, consider a visit to St. Mary’'s Cathedral in Portland, The National Sanctuary of
our Sorrowful Mother, known as the Grotto, Mt. Angel Benedictine Abbey, Our Lady
of Guadalupe Trappist Abbey or at the Carmel of Maria Regina here in Eugene.

End each day with an Examination of Conscience. We often do an examination of
conscience before we celebrate the sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation. But
what if every day you did an Examen? It's not just identifying our faults, but also call-
ing to mind how God was with you throughout the day, where you received his grace,
and how you could respond to grace better tomorrow. Just as we begin our day of-
fering it to God, it's just as good to end our day asking, “How did | live for God today?”
